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Abstract

This study tackles the factors affecting application of electronic
banking in Sudanese banks with special reference to Omdurman National
Bank.

The research problem represents the increase in the costs of the bank

services as well as slow presentation of this problem to the Sudanese banks.

The researcher has adopted descriptive analytical method for analyzing

the research hypotheses.

The results of study showed that the adoption of the E-Banking in
Sudan was hindered by the high cost of the equipment & the system
installation. This is addition to the shortage of Sudanese's bank capital and
the U.S.A & U.N sanctions. The study has revealed that the customers are

more inclined to E-banking than the traditional one.

This study has good implication for Sudanese bank managers & policy
maker to chart policy regard E-banking , chart.

The study has recommended: a need to raise capital for the Sudanese
banks, training bank the staffs, and to uplift the economic sanction imposed

on Sudan through diplomatic ways.
