The Impact of Investment Projects in the Development of
the Northern Badiya of Jordan An Applied Study
for the Period (2004-2008)

The problem of the study lies in non-availability of previous
relevant studies pertinent to the Northern Jordan Badiya. Most of the
previous studies ignored the directions and impact of production
element, i.e. capital and labor on the resultant development project in
the object of study Badiya . it was also brief in studying developmental
effect of such projects, which encourages the researcher to know this
effect especially that this Badiya is considered one of the regions that
are abound in (poverty pockets), coupled with the highest
unemployment rates in the Kingdom . Therefore this study targets
testing the developmental impact of these projects, through identifying
their contribution to improving the standards of living, curbing
unemployment phenomena and enabling the Bedwain lady participate
in the development process.

The descriptive statistical methodology is used in portraying the
information of investment and development in general and the actual
status of investment and development in the object of study in
particular. The methodology of social survey was used in the filed
study, in order to be more acquainted with the targeted phenomena
circumstances, using in such the tools of questionnaire, observation
and personal interviews. However, the deductive and inductive
methodology was employed in analyzing production data as a subject-
variable , and production elements as independent variants, coupled
with assuming indirect proportionality between the subject-variable and
independent variables, with the anticipation of good reconciliation of
the proposed standard model , through the smallness of relative
significance error limit . Using the OLS and according to the economic
revenue, it is observed that each of industrial and commercial projects
is good revenues. However, agricultural projects suffer from several



difficulties, which make labor an independent variable of inverse
proportionality to the quantity of production in these projects.

The object of study projects contributed to improving the
standard of living at a rate of 96%, thus increasing individual income,
showing an improvement in spending in food, clothes and health.
Industrial projects were number one in improving living standards in
general, while commercial projects were number one in providing
permanent and temporary job opportunities. The agricultural projects
were number one in confronting financial and technical difficulties (no
training) and administrative difficulties (low academic qualifications) ,
in addition to the problem of repaying debts. The commercial projects
were number one in confronting the bureaucratic difficulties and
economic ones, coupled with the non-availability of the labor element.
However, the industrial projects only suffered from some administrate
and marketing difficulties. According to the results of statistical
analysis ( SPSS) , it was evident that investment project in the object of
study Badiya succeeded in overcoming the technical , administrative ,
marketing , economic and financing problems at rate of 93% , the
remaining 7% were attributed to the development impediments . The
Jordanian Bedwain lady was enabled to participate in the development
process at a rate of 88%. The results shoed that she free to dispose off
her income , that she was receiving assistance and facilitations, so she
urged other ladies to establish investment project , where commercial
projects were number one in the women participation in economic
activity , making available temporary job opportunities , where as
permanent job opportunities are the domain of agricultural projects .

According to aforementioned, is becomes evident that the
success of development projects depend on a chain of actions that
starts with the ideas and ends with execution , and such is done though
marketing , improvement and development . thus it is obligatory to
participate in meeting the equipments of the development of these
projects through a system of integrated services , as well as create
diverse and advance mechanisms for providing such services , which
contributes to revitalization of the role of development projects in the
object of study Badiya , especially those that act under supportive
strategy, in order supported, thus realizing the anticipated
developmental impact , through allowing it to properly and successfully



grow and spread, which contribute its performance of its role more
effectively in the accomplishment of development
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
