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Abstract

Sudan is a very rich country in terms of its various natural resources
but despite that the economic development achieved does not reflect
the large potentialities have. It is reflected in low export of non-oil

products because of problems and obstacles facing development.

The research examines non-oil products export limits during 1992-
2010. It is based on statistical approach and the variable model is used
to explain the impact of independent variables (exchange rate,
inflation, export tax, economic openness and banking finance) on
dependent variables including non-oil export. The data analysis is
conduct at four stages namely description, estimation, testing and

forecasting.

The study aims to analyze the effect of the independent variables to

come out with the best measuring model for non-oil export.

The most important hypotheses indicate that there is a significant
statistical correlation between the independent variables (inflation and
export tax) and dependent variables (non-oil export) . As well, in the
opposite trend, there is a significant statistical relation between the
independent variables (exchange rate, economic openness and banking
finance) and dependent variables (non-oil export). There is a
progressive trend which considers the banking finance as the most

variable determining non-oil export.

The most important findings pointed out that the analysis results

confirmed the progressive relation between the dependent variables



(non-oil export) and independent variables (exchange rate, economic
openness and banking finance). This result is consistent with the

economic theory.

As for the recommendations, the most important one is to increase the
percentage of banking finance for non-oil export and reduce imposed

tax, fees and charges on non-oil export.
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
