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Abstract

This study tackles the banking services pricing subject based on the
cost. And the study problem represented in the following:

The difficulty of measuring the banking service cost due to its
non-harmony, which caused an accounting problem correlated to its
specification.

The lack of the Sudanese Banking Sector to the Costs systems.

These is no scientific bases on which the costs accountant can
depend on to specify and measure the service cost in the service
institutions.

The research importance is represented in the role which the
banking sector undertakes in the provision of services in additional
to the pricing impact on the profit rates by the banks through the
specification of the possible return, and its impact on the demand.
And hence the volume of the works which can be achieved. The
pricing is regarded the basic determinative to the sales levels of
commodities and services.

The research depends on the test of the following hypothesis:
There is a direct relation between the pricing and the costs in the
service institutions.

Harmony of the banking services pricing policy with the
Sudanese banks costs more than the other pricing policies.



The proposal pricing model in accordance with the costs in the
Commercial banks sector is the suitable on to be applied in the
Sudanese banks.

The researcher used the following scientific research
methodologies:

The deductive methodology for the specification of the nature
and pivots of the problem, the inductive scientific methodology for
the test of the validity of the research hypothesis the descriptive
methodology for the case study and the historical methodology for
the follow up of the previous studies in the research subject. then the
researcher reached the following most important results:

We should have to know and specify the delivered banking
services costs, so as the banks be able to put real prices which
reflect the service cost plus a marginal specific profit, so as the
banks works and their profitability be feasible , and the pricing in
force does not reflects the real value of the delivered services to the
customers.

The costs accounting is applicable in all service sector , of
which the banking body, and the basis and principles of the costs
accounting are the same in tall industrial and service schemes, but
the difference is in the nature of the delivered activity and the way of
counting the cost.

The services delivered in the Exports Development Bank by
the L/C department escort the international standards , the foreign
currency services are advanced and the used technology is fast and
precise, but it lacks the unit cost accounting system. The investment
services were appropriate and the current accounts were unfeasible
and of high costs and weak revenues.

The idea of the unification of the banking service tariff
between the banks by the monitory authenties ensures the fair
competition between the banks and helps in specification of the
services cost and the revival of the weak banks.

There is no system for the costs in the banking system
according to the known principles and rules for the specification of
the banking service cost. Therefore, the proposed formula is
appropriate for the specification of the banking service cost for its
dependence on loading

Every service with its share costs of the main centers. From
the most important recommendation are:



The necessity of the development of the costs accounting in the
banking sector.

Establishment of special costs departments under the
supervision of the Central bank , and the creation of a more detailed
and clear costs accounting system for the banking operations.

Provision of the work opportunities for the specialists in the
costs field in the banks.

Undertaking specialized training sessions for the promotion
and development of the banking services and its linkage with the
international services abroad.
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
