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Abstract

This study was conducted to investigate the most important
factors that affect on the import in the Sudan for the period
(1960-2004).The import function were analyzed, for reaching to
proposed econometric model and determine the relations among
the variables of fitted model and knowing their significance and
extend of their effect. For achieving this study we test the
following hypotheses:

1-There is significant effect of gross domestic production,
investment, export, exchange rate and customs on the import.
2-The gross domestic production, investment, export, exchange
rate and customs contribute reasonable ratio in the import in
Sudan.



The data of the import model were obtained from their sources.

Hence the deduction approach was adopted through using the
quantitative method for construction the standard model.
The study reached several finding, the most important of them:
1- the import may be represented by a linear equation, with
gross domestic production and export. All these variables
together have a significant effect on the import with ratio
(58.8%) of import while the ratio of (41.2%) is attributed to
some random factors.
2- When we followed the model of standard estimators it
appears that the most important variable in the import model ; as
compared to the gross domestic production (which represents
main independent variable which affects import) is the exchange
rate followed by customs then investment and  at the last
export.

3- The error in the best model has homogenous variance and
there is no auto-correlation problem among these errors. Also
there is no multi-collinearity problem among the independent
variables.

4- The predictive power of the best model, is strong. This is
based on the value of the calculated theil coefficient, (0.024) ;
which is closer to zero.

The research recommended that :

1-The model should be used in forecasting for import ,according
to it's fitness.

2-The governments should work to facilitate the data and
information for the researchers.
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
