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Summary of the research:

The research subject, the linguistic paradigm of arab child fiction, has been devided by the
researcher into two parts:

The first one, the theoretical part, contains: the introduction and five chapters.

The second one; the practical part.

Finally, a conclusion; a review of results and recommendations, the research sources, and an
index.

In the research introduction:

The researcher handled the research basics, through which he reviewed the research problem
(or its hypotheses), its subject, its importance, its goals, its limits, its frames, the research
scheme and tools, its difficulties, and its basic idioms.

In the last studies the researcher has chosen several available studies, which he saw it is
related to the subject of this research, and he fined out that none of them has assigned a
special research of the title ( linguistic paradigm of arab child fiction ).

In the first chapter (arab child fiction ):

The researcher has defined the concept of the fiction in the language, reviewed the the
development of this concept in both the western and arabian literature, discussed the most
important ideas about it and adopted a special concept of the fiction.

In addition, the researcher defined the concept of childhood according to the language and its
idiomatic concept, explained the difficulties in defining the artistic concept of the arab child
fiction, reviewed the most important trials to define this concept, and then he adopted a
special concept of the arab child fiction and explained its importance. The researcher
presented a brief historical view of the development of the child fiction, and reviewed the
variations of the child fictions through five paradigms, which he adopted in this research.

In the second chapter ( the language and the growing up) :

The researcher has defined the concept of the language , its development, the function of the
language, and he presented a brief view about the modern linguistics and the relation between
it and the psychology.

The researcher briefly handled the question of the (language & genetics), the aquisition of the
language by the child, and the most important theories of the language aquisition.

Then, the researcher defined the concept of growing up, its rules, its sorts, its enquiries, and
the fractors affecting it.

The researcher defined the concept of the age stages , the division of the growing up into
stages, and the most important bases, which this division is based on. He listed then the four
adopted stages in this research about the language development of the arab child, which will
be explained in details in the third chapter.

Finally, the researcher presented a brief notion about the development of the linguistic
dictionary of the child and the most important reasons which leads to the difinition of the
stages between the third and the fifteenth years old.

In the third chapter ( the psychologic and linguistic properties of the child growing up
stages) :

The researcher has presented, at the beginning, a view of the most important properties of the
growing up at the stage of the infancy.

Then, the researcher reviewed the most important properties of the knowledge (or brain)
development, as well as the linguistic development of each stage of the four adopted stages,
which are:

The first stage ( from three to five years old ): which is the the stage of ( the fictious
imaginations, limited by the actual enviroment surrounding the child) or ( the stage before
reading and writing).

The second stage ( from six to eight years old ): which is the stage of ( the free imaginations
and overmovings ) or ( the stage of setting the bases of reading and writing skills ).

The third stage ( from nine to eleven years old ): which is the stage of ( heroism and
adventures) or ( the stage of fixing the reading and writing skills).

The fourth stage ( from twelve to fifteen years old ): which is the stage of ( the high moral
principles) or ( the stage of advanced and mature reading and writing ).
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In the fourth chapter ( the bases of the artistic structure of the arab child fiction) :

The researcher defined (the bases of the artistic structure of the arab child fiction), through
which he handled the bases of the narration content, which include: the subject, the actions set
containing the events, the plot and the dialogue, the protagonists, and the enviromental time
and place. The researcher defined, as well, the bases of the discourse ( the linguistic system
which performs the content ), which contains the bases of the manner. Namely, the narration,
the discription, and the conversation.

Finally, the researcher defined the bases ( the levels ) of the linguisic structure of the arab
child fiction, which contains: the vocal, the pronouncing, the conjugating, the grammatical,
the significant, the rhetorical, and the forming level.

Furthermore, the researcher defined the formula of the arab child fiction.

In the fifth chapter (the linguistic paradigm of arab child fiction ):

The researcher defined, first, the concept of Paradigm, reffering at the beginning to some
important points about this issue, then he reviewed the linguistic paradigm of arab child
fiction by the means of the four adopted stages in this research, as the following:

The first stage : the heard fiction stage ( from three to five years old )

The second stage : the read fiction stage ( from six to eight years old )

The third stage : the stage of tasting the fiction ( from nine to eleven years old ).

The fourth stage: the advanced and mature stage of the arab child fiction ( from twelve to
fifteen years old ).

And in the second part ( the sixth chapter ):

The researcher handled through analysis several fictions presented to the arab child, which
present the adopted age stages, through which he reviewed the bases of the artistic structure of
those fictions in general, and the the bases of the linguistic structure in particular, according to
each text of those texts.

After studying and analysing their contents he found that they match, in general, the
properties and the linguistic paradigm of arab child fiction, which the researcher has stated at
the end of the theoretical part.
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
