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Abstract
This research tackled Alkamil meter in Ahmad Shawgi poems.

The first chapter was about Alkhalil, prosody, rhyme scheme, Alkamil meter
and the poet Ahmad Shawgi.

The second chapter included thestatistical applied study for Alkamil Attam
meter with its triple forms: " Assaheeh, Almagtoa, Alahaz Almodammar”, and the
third chapter included the applied study forMagzu Alkamil with its triple forms: "
Assaheeh, Almuzaiyal, Almuraffal” which is included in the collection of poems,
and the occasion of Alkamil meter for poetic purposes.

The objectives of the research included:

- Enumeration for Alkamil meter which was full of poetizing for all aspects o
poetic purposes in Shawgi poems.

- The integrated prosodic application for some of the poems in Alkamil meter.
- The concept of prosody and some prosodic terms.
- Ahmad Shawgi and the poetic purposes he wrote about.
- The method of this research was descriptive analytic.
The researcher has reached the following conclusions:
- The most recurring poetic purpose in Alkamil meter was elegy.

- The poet didn’t abide by a meter unity in a single poem or stanza for the
purpose of love poetry.

- The most repeatedly used meter was Alkamil Attam Almagatoa, but h didn’t
use Alkamil Attam Alahaz in prosody , as well as Magzu Alkamil Almagtoa.
