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Abstract

This study aims to investigate the grammatical components of
2 social science text book in Libya. The researcher applied the
descriptive method in carrying out this study which consist of
five chapters: chapter one include an introduction , chapter two
is a literature review that talks about previous studies , chapter
three is the methodology of the study in other wards how the
sample of study is chosen , chapter four depend on data analysis
and discussion and chapter five is the conclusion of the study
with some recommendations . The sample of the study consists
of (70) teachers of English as ascend languages from different
school's and (30) training teachers ( students of practical
education ) and 70 students of social science secondary schools .
The researcher has designed and applied the questionnaire
which consists of (29) statements for the teachers and training
teachers and (32) statements for the students . The findings have
stressed the student's low level concerning English grammar
especially in English in general due to the low background in
English language before. Most teachers didn’t have training
well-trained as an English teachers. through data analysis it
appears that more than 50% graduated from faculties of Arts.

The curriculum designed ( 2 social science for Libya ) is very

useful and appreciated by the students but lack some example in
some grammatical rules in the text . the researcher advised that
more training courses should be given to the teacher to know
how to focus on communication rather than memorization
because the teachers of English language are responsible for
choosing and using high techniques in teaching grammar .
To promote the level and background of students English must
be taught from the primary schools . More grammar examples
should be taught than in garnet series to make it easy to
understand .
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
