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Abstract
This study tackled the assessment of the role being played by the commercial
banks (CB) in financing the exports sectors as well as its application on the
Sudanese French Bank (SFB). However, financing of export sectors is neither
proportionate with the volume nor with the quality of exported items, let alone
the efficiency of export facilities providers such as commercial banks.
Financing of export sectors, on part of commercial banks does not match
financing extended for other sectors.
This research aims to provide data and information needed for international
trade exchange models, and to know the strengths and weaknesses of the export
sector. Through commercial banks, the possibility of using financing methods
in backing up the export operations, securing the necessary guarantees,
identifying and analysing the problems and obstacles facing the banks in
financing the exports. The study is based on a number of hypotheses. However,
the researcher has described them as follows, poor financing negatively affects
the agricultural and industrial exports
The Bank of Sudan policies also affects the exports. The increase in the
interest rates affects the exports, the banks financial position affect the
financing of exports.
A field study has been conducted and the study has come up with a number of
results and recommendations more importantly are: the banks capital is
insufficient and they are unable to secure finance from foreign financing
institutions and also the costs of production such as price for inputs,
transportation, fees and financing charges which have direct link with
exporters, dissatisfaction in seeking financing.
The most important recommendations which have been presented following the
field study are: to device a mechanism for financing exports through setting up
a purse among banks and to seek financing from financing institutions at home
and abroad, and to pay more attention to quality control and to set up a

comprehensive monitoring system to check the quality of exports goods.
