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Abstract

The study focused on the role of Port-Sudan Association for small enterprises development
PASED on micro-credit in Red Sea State (RSS) ; the experiences and activities generated
through PASED work for twenty two years, to realize the following objectives:-
» To emphasize the importance of women development in Red Sea State; women
being the fundamental pillar of the community.
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» To identify problems those confront the small projects of women and suggest
solutions.

» To study and evaluate the experience of PASED in women development in RSS,
being a pioneer experiment in the field

= The study used the case study approach and relied on the descriptive analysis and
the selection of a simple random sample from the study population that consisted
women beneficiaries of PASED credit programs.

* A questionnaire form was used to collect the primary information.

» The statistical package for social sciences (SPSS) program was used for data
Processing and analysis. The Chi -Square distribution was used to test the Study
hypothesis.

The most important findings of the study were:-

The limitation in finance sources for PASED imposed the implementation of numerous
adjustment policies to reconcile its financial situation.
The continuous increase in the number of women beneficiaries in PASED programs
(66% in the year 2005)
PASED small projects program lack the accompanying awareness programs;
e The majority of women small projects was traditional and requires up-grading.
* The small projects products marketing constitute a major problem for the
development of the small enterprises.
* The majority of women involved in small enterprises prefer to deal with
organizations indicating a lack of awareness in dealing with formal banks.
* The educational status of the study sample range between illiterate and medium
indicating a low educational status.

The most important recommendations of this study were:-

B The emphasis on finding diversified sources of finance for PASED to concentrate
on small projects in the agricultural and industrial sector due to their importance in
development;

B To find solutions for small projects products marketing through promotion and
exhibitions internally and externally;

B To raise dealing with banking institutions awareness among women to have better
accessibility to banks;

To give utmost importance to the integrated programs in the development of women small

.projects in the socio-economic fields to realize the benefits of the small projects
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
