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Abstract

This research addressed Capital Adequacy
Criteria through handling the Basil [I] committee
Resolutions and showing the real situation of the
Sudanese Banking System within the context of
these resolutions. It also tackles the system within
the context of these resolutions. It also tackles the
system’s response towards the efforts exerted by the
Bank of Sudan in connection with settlement of
situations, structuring and reforming the banking
system. Finally it evaluates the experience of the
Islamic Cooperative Development Bank in achieving
adequate  capital and  making  financial,
administrative, technical and legal reforms by
adopting the data analysis method.

The importunes of the research lies in the
prominence of the Basil Committee Resolutions and
their inclusion of special and necessary procedures
and arrangement that aim at improving bank
activities and mitigating the risks to a minimum.

The research has been based on many

hypotheses, including that the Agreement aims at



managing banking risks so as to guarantee that the
banking system run in a proper and safe manner.

The research encompasses three chapters:
Chapter One: Basil [I] it’s concept and context.
Chapter Two: The reality of the Sudanese banking
system. Chapter Three: Islamic Cooperative
Development Bank and it’s role in the application of
Basil , Committee Resolutions.

The most important results of the research are:

1. The Basil [I] Committee Resolutions
unify banking language through globally
approved criteria parallel to those of the
Agreement.

2. It highlights that the Bank of Sudan has
keep pace with these developments,
through its obvious role in the reform of
the Sudanese banking system and the
application of Capital Adequacy Criteria.

3. There should be more concern a bout the
application of Capital Adequacy Criteria
to guarantee the application of Capital
