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ABSTRACT
Focusing on international funding institutions led to its increasing impact

on most of the countries economies . Due to the reliance of the Sudan on
these institutions and its inability to meet its debt commitments according
to the set regulations adopted such institutions. The burden of the Sudan’s
loans multiplied thus deteriorating, its relations with these institutions.
Ultimately such a situation limited the in flow of loans and accordingly
aggressive funding conditions have persisted for every long period thus
brought a negative impact on the social and economic standard of living.
This study aimed at identifying and exposing the big role that can be
played by the internal market through the Sudanese Banking system

and Khartoum Stock Exchange in the savings and polarization of the
investor’s money from inside and outside to provide fund to the economic
projects . The highly efficient exploitation of the institutions, the standard
of living can be improved and could effect the people and the capacities
nourishing the economy of Sudan.

The study used the descriptive, analytical and statistical methodology
through the findings and readings within the scope of data collecting and
analysis from its factual preliminary and secondary sources.

The thesis is comprised of five chapters:

the first chapter review the research problem and hypothesis previous
studies and the second chapter dealt with the establishment, activity and
diversity of the banking system and KSE. Whereas the third chapter

dealt with the definition of the sources of funding internally and externally.
Finally the forth chapter dealt with case study and test the statistical technique
The study came out with several results the most important are:

1.The pioneer experience of the Islamic Sudanese banking system catered
for the funding of sectors and initiatives that represent priorities. However

what be counted against it is focusing on Murabaha mode and for that



we think more chances should be given to the other Islamic financing modes.

2.The growth of the banking awareness among the people identifies

that the banks should adopt more awareness programs in the rural areas

to deepen the understanding of saving and investment to the rural people.

Through conference, debates and workshops.

3.Geographical dispersion of banking to all States of Sudan in accordance
With the adequate feasibility studies, to help create balanced development

in all parts of the Sudan.

4.The results shows that there is a relationship between the exchange

movement in KSE with the current economic situation (i.e. inflationary or

deflation). If the inflation rate gets lower and the volume of the exchange

in the stock exchange market gets higher and vice versa.

5.To improve the performance in the market it is essential to the stock top

Authorities act openly with the external monetary markets, and requires the

public companies to forward periodical financial statements and reports.

6.A strict supervision system to the market should be established to guarantee

the confidence of the investors. The adoption of diagrammatic indicators for the

movement of the exchange and the rate of the share must be initiated.

7.Continuous capacity building and structuring of the Sudanese banking

system and their encouragement to enter in banking coalitions to increase

their technical and monetary capacity and consequently fulfill their role

in the best.

8.The Sudanese banking system is one of the biggest sectors in Sudan

economy. It represent the pool that collects all funds from all sources;

therefore It should use this liquidity in the development schemes and

fund the different sectors.

9.Upgrading and modernizing the stock exchange system by introducing

the new technology and the electronic exchange operating system.
