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Abstract



This research is about the financial assessment of mutual funds, which are
established by the Financial Investment Bank.
The importance of this research has emerged of conurbation it will add to
the investors, such as increasing their awareness by enlightening them
about the assessment of financial investment and the investment tools that
are being used in the financial markets especially mutual funds. It also
shows them some indicators about financial performance of the mutual
funds, in addition to the application of some financial ratios from
financial statements of mutual funds.
The research tries to carry out main objectives, including increasing
awareness of financial investment through explaining those mutual funds
function, and to determine the feasibility of investing in mutual funds.
In order to find some solutions to the problem of the study, the following
hypotheses have been formulated:

In order to test those hypotheses the researcher has selected one of some
known methods that are used in the valuation of performance of the
mutual funds. Those are simple methods, which measure the rate of
return on the money invested in those mutual funds, and make financial
analysis of financial statements, and comparison between the profit
earned from mutual funds and that earned from deposits.
Accordingly the study arrived to the following results:

High rate returns in mutual funds.

The profitability of mutual funds is higher than the profitability of
deposits.

Financial statements can be good indicators of the valuation of
mutual funds.

Based on the above the following recommendations have been given:

The importance of improving the diversification of mutual funds to
make more profit for investors.

The importance of organizing training courses for the promotion of
the mutual funds.
