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Abstract

The study examines the Effectiveness of Balanced Economic Development in

Utilizations The Production Sectors in Sudan 2001-2011.

Sudan has a large various resources in productive sectors specifically the
agricultural sector. There are different types of Utilizations including land,
weather, human and physical resources. Therefore, the agricultural sector, as an
economic engine, should lead and derive the economic development projects in
Sudan. However, these potentialities have not been employed efficiently to achieve
development in agricultural sector or any other productive sector. In fact, the
productive sectors (agriculture and industry) are facing some obstacles and as a
result there is lack of commitment towards plans and agricultural rotations as well
as lack of required plans in other productive sectors.

The following hypotheses are made:
The large Utilizations of productive sectors have not been utilized well.

Mismanagement of resources has negative effect on the share of the productive
sectors in GDP and the economic development engine.

There is also short of finance and imbalance of distribution budget between
productive sectors particularly agriculture and industry, and the economic policies
have negative impact too.

Further the instability of security and political situation, tribal problems and
fighting between different ethnics and separation of southern Sudan since July
2011 damaged the development of economic productive sectors.

The most important findings are as follows:

1. The productive sectors including the animal resources and oil products have
been affected by the separation of southern Sudan since July 2011.

2. The regulations of finance require guarantees which are not exist in rural
communities and so the opportunities of finance become less towards moving the
rural development wheel.

3. Most of the productive sectors including agriculture depend mainly on self
sufficient finance for rural agricultural activities.

4. Lack of interest in financing projects resulted in shortage of food, wide
unemployment and low per capita income.

5. Lack of interest in financing rural development led to reduce the total exports
considering that the share of rural areas to exports is about 98%.

The study recommends the followings:

1. It is necessary to find out reasonable solutions for using the existents
Utilizations The Production Sectors in Sudan.

2. To provide the balanced and integrated finance to productive sectors specifically
agriculture and industry.

3. To create cooperation and coordination between specialized banks and
marketing corporations for providing agricultural loans which don’t take into
account marketing and the loans pay.



4.To organize training for workers in small industries sector.

5. The Central Bank should direct the specialized banks to participate largely in
financing productive sectors.

6. To minimize the problems of sugar cane production by adopting integrated
agricultural rotations and provide fertilizers and pesticide, agricultural equipment
in order to achieve maximum production capacity in sugar industries in Sudan.

7. To expand cement industry and increase the maximum capacity of cement
industries as well as facilitate the flow foreign investment to Sudan.

8. To apply total quality standards as the best means for realizing quality and
increasing efficiency of productivity.
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
